Position Description

Definition

With the supervision of the Bethlehem Farm Director (or his/her designee) and accountable to the Bethlehem Farm community, Caretakers serve as service week leaders, coordinate work sites, interact with volunteer groups during their visit to Bethlehem Farm and assume other roles and responsibilities as needed to serve the local community. Minimum one year commitment expected.
General Duties & Responsibilities

· Coordinates community service work sites as assigned

· Assist with & lead chores as assigned 

· Work and lead volunteers in the garden and in other food production and preparation

· Maintains upkeep of buildings and farm grounds as they relate to community food production

· Interacts with adult & youth volunteers, participating in all aspects of service weeks as a role model

· Participates in community meetings

· Performs regular self and group evaluations with the guidance of Community Facilitator

Work Site Duties and Responsibilities

· Teach basic construction skills to volunteers

· Supervise volunteers at work sites

· Plan daily work schedules and completion of work at work sites

· Maintain and ensure safety at work site 

· Build and maintain positive rapport with partner families

· Responsible for the pickup, use, and return of all materials, equipment, and supplies associated with the work sites

· Maintain lists of all materials used while on site

· Communicate with home owner regarding service site work plans and service hours

Qualifications

· Willingness to work under a variety of situations and weather conditions

· Ability to follow directions and work well with others

· Basic knowledge of construction tools and the safe use and proper care of them

· Open to collaborative work with volunteers and the people of the local community
· Open to living a close committed intentional community life
· Certification of youth protection training
· Some experience in youth/young adult leadership 

· A working knowledge of social justice
· Ability to physically exert oneself, such as working in the garden on your knees for extended periods, working on ladders up to 30 feet tall, lifting 50-lb bags of animal feed, working in the hot sun, working long days, etc.
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
